Campaigns 



 Nanhe Kadam: In Musahar communities, where literacy is under 5%, this campaign 
provides early childhood learning support, community libraries, and mobile schools. 
Over 1,200 children have taken their first academic steps through this initiative. 

 Setu Kendra: These are one-stop resource centers for the poor—offering access to 
welfare schemes, vocational training, and digital literacy. Operated by trained community 
volunteers, they bridge the information divide. 

 Smiling Teeth: Through regular school visits, free toothbrush kits, and workshops, we 
teach children how to care for their oral hygiene. Over 3,000 children now smile brighter 
and healthier. 

 Thread and Thought: Focused on stitching skills, this campaign helps girls and women 
gain tailoring and embroidery training. Many have now started micro-enterprises or 
gained employment. 

 Haqq and Pension: We help the elderly, widows, and the differently abled to apply for 
and receive their government pensions. So far, more than 800 people have successfully 
accessed their rightful entitlements. 

 Pehchaan Ka Safar: This campaign ensures identity for the undocumented through 
support in getting Aadhaar cards, ration cards, and other official IDs. Identity is the first 
step to empowerment. 

 Sakshar Nari Abhiyaan: Literacy for women is our mission here. From adult education 
classes to mobile learning vans, this campaign has lit the path of knowledge for more 
than 2,500 women. 

 Chhote Kadam Badi Duniya: Lack of proper footwear should not stop a child from 
attending school. We distribute durable shoes to children in need, helping them walk 
confidently toward a brighter future.
